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Young Drivers and the Association of British Insurers (ABI)

A number of local authorities are running post test driver training courses, such as the ‘national’ subsidised Pass Plus scheme, and other local or regional bespoke courses.
In an effort to promote all of these courses and increase the uptake Road Safety GB is working with the ABI to explore ways that the insurance industry can recognise and support these schemes.  
Some local authorities are already working with local insurance companies to offer discounts at a local level.   However, it is widely considered that it would be advantageous to have a national and consistent backing from the insurance industry for schemes that meet a level of acceptance.
